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MEMBERSHIP AGREEMENT

Non-student RecSports primary members are eligible to sponsor one adult for senior child for the length of their membership. Currently enrolled UT students are eligible to sponsor one adult or senior for the length of the semester for which they are currently enrolled or have a RecSports Interim Student Membership. The membership of a sponsored member may not exceed the duration of their sponsor. 

Before the membership can be processed, the sponsor must understand and agree to be responsible for each sponsored member's access to the facilities and adherence to all policy and conduct matters.  Failure to comply with policy guidelines may result in revocation of membership of the sponsor and/either or both sponsored members.

This agreement is effective for the entire fiscal year in which it was initiated and subsequent fiscal years unless the sponsor requests a change. Sponsored members may not switch to different sponsored categories within a fiscal year without a 90-day break in RecSports membership service and approval from the Membership Coordinator. 

This agreement will become part of your academic, employment and/or RecSports record held by The University of Texas at Austin as of the beginning on the first date of the sponsored membership. This agreement will remain in effect until the RecSports primary member (the sponsor) notifies the RecSports membership office in writing to cancel sponsorship for the listed individuals.
